Large scale construction activity is taking place in Delhi.
Many of these dwellings and unauthorized constructions /
extensions — built in various colonies have come
underneath and dangerously close to discom existing
overhead Low Voltage (LV), High Voltage (HV) and Extra
High Voltage (EHV) lines and electricity installations. These
are in complete violation of Regulation 62 and 63 of the
Central Electricity Authority. (Measures relating to Safety
and Electric Supply) Regulations, 2023 (“CEA Safety
Regulations, 2023"), read with Section 53, 68(5) and Section
161 of Electricity act 2003, as amended from time to time.

Building extensions, structures, projections, balconies,
chajjas or boundary walls etc must maintain a minimum
vertical and horizontal distance from the electricity mains
and electricity installations, as stipulated in the regulations.

* Install an Earth Leakage Circuit Breaker (ELCB) to help avoid shocks
and mishaps.
