> Initiatives towards Education/ Women Empowerment

Self Defense Trainings with trainers from Delhi Police Special Unit for Women & Children

Together with teams from Delhi Police Special Unit for Women & Children Nanakpura, BYPL
has organised Women Self Defence classes in East and Central Delhi since October 2013. All
participants are given a Certificate by Delhi Police at the end of the 10 day training. In FY15,
over 1600 participants have benefited from this initiative.
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Women Literacy Centres/ Mahila Siksha Kendra

BYPL has signed an MoU with Dhanpatmal Virmani Education Trust & Management Society
to run women literacy centres in 40 clusters in East and Central Delhi. Centres are being run
in Kalyanpuri, Trilokpuri, Shastri Park, Ghazipur, Janta Mazdoor Colony, Seelampur in East
Delhi and Kharibaoli, Pradhan Chowk, Lahori Gate, Tilak Bazar in Central Delhi. Each
instructor is tasked with imparting functional literacy six month duration classes to 30
women per MSK centre. In FY15, over 1540 participants have benefited from this initiative.

Primary objective behind the program:

To make these underprivileged girls/women self reliant and to give them confidence to face
challenges in life

To make them literate, so that they are able read and write and can fill formats, which are
used in day to day life - like bank withdrawal slips, reading bus numbers, reading signages,
reading Newspapers etc.

Making them aware of their rights, duties and responsibilities.

To promote general awareness and an ability to think critically and fostering decision-making
skills in the beneficiaries.






> Initiatives towards Health Care Services

Free Mobile Health Camps

BYPL has signed an MoU with PHD Rural Development Foundation (PHDRDF) to conduct 50
mobile health camps for providing better healthcare facility to residents of low income
clusters in East and Central Delhi.

In FY15, 5443 people have benefited from this initiative.

Free Eye Care & Cataract Surgeries Camps

BYPL has signed an MoU with Ishwar Charitable Trust to conduct 10 eye screening and
cataract surgery camps for residents of low income clusters in East and Central Delhi.

In FY15, 1701 people have benefited from this initiative.
